The cost to join a National Young Marines unit varies.  The cost to join MCAS Tustin Young Marines is $350 for the 
first year.  For $350 each recruit receives: 1 Young Marine Guidebook, 3 Unit T-shirts, 1 set of P.T. Gear with unit logo 
(sweatpants, shorts, T-shirt, sweatshirt and watch cap), 1 cover, full camouflage uniform including patches, name tapes, 
belt and boot bands (boots not included), 1 graduation photo and registration to National Young Marine Headquarters, 
California Regiment - 6th Division, California 5th Battalion, and MCAS Tustin Young Marines, including accident 
insurance for one year.  Re-registration for each year thereafter is only $50.
